APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
1. Minutes of the Park, Recreation and Tree Board Management Committee Meeting – March 16th, 2015.  Michael Nelson made a motion to accept the minutes.  Motion seconded by Michael Davis. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS 
	Jolynn asked to please move to item 4 on the agenda, and conduct the tour at the end.

2. Greenville City Park Landscaping RFP – Jolynn asked if anyone had any changes or additions to make to the existing maintenance schedule for Greenville City Park. Dan Streblow would like the irrigation on/off moved to June instead of April.  He feels there is no need to water before June.  Jolynn stated that it fluctuates based on the weather.  Jolynn will list it to start in June, but note that April or May be appropriate if weather is very dry and hot.  Gene Stout would like someone to monitor the wetness of the soil.  Dan Streblow also proposed that the water be shut off on October 1st each year.  Dan also asked about pest control.  Jolynn stated that they need to speak with the City prior to any pest control products being applied.  Dan also asked about aeration.  Jolynn stated that aerating is done every 2 years.  Dan said he does not recall it ever being done.  Dan would like better tracking of these types of items.  He also inquired about the lime treatment, and if we are really sure they did it.  He feels we may be being charged for services they are not providing, as he does not recall ever seeing lime on the grass, as it is white.  David Duyck informed the group that there is also a liquid lime, which is clear.  David asked some questions about the lime treatment. It may be good to have the soil tested, to see if it needs to be done.  Jolynn will put that in the RFP, that the landscaping service will have the soil tested prior to lime treatments. Gene said that he walked through the park around the gazebo the other day.  He believes the reason that we are having problems with bark dust washing out of the flower beds is because they add the bark dust, but they never dig the old stuff out.  The flower beds need to be dug down.  Jolynn will add the digging down of the flower beds and removal of old bark dust to the RFP.
3. Design Standards for planting strips – Jolynn referred to the copies of other agencies design standards that were included in last month’s PRT Board packet.  Dan would like to see under section 94.06 in the city code the addition of the distance of plantings to intersections and stop signs.  Similar to City of Beaverton’s code that plantings should be 25 feet from a stop sign and intersection, and 10 feet from a fire hydrant (which could also apply to water meters).  Gene would like to see it required that developers place root barriers at the time of planting during construction.  Denise, the City of Oregon City requires that.  Gene would like it added to our code.  Jolynn will pass those suggestions along to the City Planner.  Denise discussed some of the trees on the planting list.  Some of them will not do well here in Banks.  Denise will work on it, but it could take a little time. Jolynn suggested that she show the tree list to an arborist, and get some recommendations for what should/should not be on the tree list.   Gene would like to remove any fruit/nut bearing trees from the list.  The group decided that grass should be planted in planting strips smaller than 2 feet.
