MEETING MINUTES


CALL TO ORDER AND DECLARATION OF A QUORUM 
Meeting called to order at 6:00 PM by Denise Holmes.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
1. Minutes of the Park, Recreation and Tree Board Management Committee Meeting – April 20th, 2015. Gene Stout made a motion to accept the minutes.  Motion seconded by Marion Steinbach. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS 
	Jolynn asked to please move to items 2, 3, 8 and 9 up on the agenda. 

2. Design Standards – PRT Board recommendations have been submitted to the City Planner for review.  PRT Board recommendations for the tree list have been submitted to the City Arborist for review, and he has made some recommendations.  Staff will narrow the list to 10 different approved trees for each of the different planting strip sizes.  Staff will bring this back to the next PRT Board meeting.

3. Greenville City Park Landscaping RFP results – Jolynn received several bids.  The lowest bid was TruGreen Landscaping at $15,120.00 per year ($1,260.00 per month).  Second lowest bid was Psalm 1 Landscaping with a bid of $1,400.00 per month.  The third lowest bid was Showplace Landscaping with a bid of $40,000.00 ($3,300.00 per month).  TruGreen is currently doing the Greenville City Park Maintenance.  Looking at the budget, the City will continue the contract with TruGreen Landscaping.  Jolynn will be putting them on notice that the City needs to see improvement in their communication and follow-up.  She will give them 6 months, and if things do not improve we will terminate the contract and switch to the next lowest bidder, which would be Psalm 1 Landscaping.  Dan Streblow asked if this is the recommendation for landscaping services would be forwarded to the HOA for approval.  Jolynn explained that the City signs the contract with the landscaper.  Dan was under the impression that the HOA had to approve the contract.  Gene asked if they were all bidding on providing the same services.  Jolynn confirmed that yes, all the bids are for the exact same services.  Jolynn will present the contract to City Council at the June 9th City Council meeting, so if approved, the City can sign the contract with the landscaper by June 30th, 2015.

4. Greenville City Park Enhancement Grant Update – The initial grant application was approved.  Jolynn and Linda Richardson will go before the board and make a presentation.  Jolynn read the mission statement that was developed for the Greenville City Park enhancements.  Jolynn read the statement to the group, and asked for input.  Jolynn stated that there are a lot of cities applying for this grant, so there is some stiff competition.

EVENTS
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]National Night Out – Denise asked Sunset Park about the discussion that their board had regarding the National Night Out Event. Dan Barnum spoke about his monster trucks, and the conversations he has had with Mike Davis.  They could display the trucks in the grass, or do an event in the arena.  They offer a “ride” truck, which seats 8 people in the back.  The cost is $10 per person, and they would be willing to donate 10% of the proceeds back to the City for future events.  They can also do a car crushing event, but there would be an additional charge for that. Denise explained that there is not a huge budget for this event, as it has been run as an inexpensive family event. Nicky said that the use of facilities would be donated free of charge.  The only request she had, is that she would need to have a group of people there to help her clean up the next day.  They would have cars set up for the kids to climb in and out of, and take pictures with the cars and drivers.   Dan Barnum will get prices to Jolynn, so the PRT Board can proceed with planning the event.  Denise asked about food.  Nicky has not had a chance to speak with the owner about food.  She will bring more information to the next meeting.  Depending on the pricing of the monster trucks, we can also explore the option of having a movie in the park at the event also.  Nicky will also advertise the National Night Out Event during their race events prior to National Night Out.  Denise asked the timeframe of the event.  The event usually starts at 6:00pm, and ends around 10:30pm-11:00pm.  Denise asked Dan Barnum how long the trucks would be available that night.  He stated they would show up before the event starts, and stay until the end. Jolynn will need a certificate of general liability for $2,000,000.00 with the City named as an additional insured.  Nicky stated their insurance is good, as long as no children under age 18 are in moving cars, or in that area where the cars are operating.  There will be no alcohol served at the event.  Jolynn asked Michael Nelson to give a presentation to the City Council at the June City Council meeting regarding the changes that are being explored for National Night Out, and get their support. Jolynn will get in touch with Beacon Productions, and get a list of the movies so a decision can be made soon.  Jolynn will also ask Beacon Productions to contact Nicky about the sound system to make sure everything is compatible.  Jolynn will contact the Sheriff’s Department about having vehicles at the event, and she asked Michael Nelson if he could talk to Chief Linz about the Fire Department having vehicles there.  Denise asked the PRT Board if they were all in favor with holding the event at Sunset Park & Sunset Speedway.  It was a unanimous yes.  Jolynn will have Angie place a notice on Facebook asking for Community Groups that would like to have booths at the event.

On a side note – Nicky mentioned that The Budweiser Clydesdales will be in town on Thursday, June 4th from 4:00pm-6:00pm, and she encouraged everyone to come check them out.

6. Greenville City Park
a. Water Usage:    Increase in water usage throughout the subdivision (Arbor Village HOA bills).  The planting strips in the carriage house collection areas are being watered.  They were turned on by Showplace Landscaping, not by the City.  TruGreen has also been testing the irrigation system in Greenville City Park.  The HOA will look into the issue with the watering of the planting strips in the carriage collection areas, as this is an HOA issue.
