Re:  Cops Towing property — statement of Public Need

The City of Banks, through its governing body the City Council, has adopted and articulated
several public objectives for a parcel of land in the downtown area, adjacent to Main Street, all
of which can be fulfilled by redevelopment of the Cops Towing property. The following is a
summary of those adopted public needs and objectives:

City of Banks Transportation System Plan (“TSP”) Adopted August 13, 2024

Project 19: Depot Street Extension in West Banks. Construct new east-west roadway from
Depot Street/Main St to the west to Project 9. Build to City Collector standards. This TSP
project was expressly anticipated in a recently approved mixed-use development that
encompasses approximately 30 acres and a maximum of 160 dwelling units on the west side
of Banks. This development planned for complete traffic circulation route through this
future/planned extension of Depot Street connecting to Main Street.

City of Banks Urban Renewal Plan Adopted October 10, 2017

Banks Plaza Mixed Use/Urban Open Space Development (public/private partner) — Proposed
new Banks Plaza, realized if possible as mixed use public-private partnership to facilitate the
development of the multi-use plaza and surrounding mixed-use building structures (housing,
retail, community center). Existing conditions: Banks does not currently have a plaza space.

Banks Vision 2027 Plan Adopted

e Project 3 Banks Plaza Mixed use Urban Open Space Development

o Cost estimate Range: $4 to $7 million depending mainly on size and actual scope and
extend of building structures.

e Priority: 2 to 4 years, if land can be acquired and if private interest and buy-in can be
secured. Suggest initial design, then City issue request for developer interest and
proposals.

e Location(s) Ideally, west side of NW Main Street in downtown core, extending to new
Westside Street. Ideally with Depot Steet being continued as the main axis of the plaza
with buildings on either side. Other locations possible as well.

Conclusion: The City of Banks, through its City Council has adopted several formal plans that
anticipate an extension of Depot Street westward from Main Street, which aligns with the Cops
Towing property. The City has also planned for a public plaza and public building, which would
optimally be located in the approximate location of the Cops Towing property. Acquisition and
public development of this parcel would achieve these public purposes.
