Neighborhood Meeting Summary: Aerts Addition Informational Open House for Master Planned
Development

Meeting Date: April 11, 2024

Time: 6:00pm to 8:00pm

The following serves as a summary of the Neighborhood Meeting process. On March 20, 2024, all
homeowners and residents of the City of Banks were sent notification of the Aerts Addition Master Planned
Development application. This notification included the project location, project details, and the
neighborhood meeting date, time, and location.

On April 11, 2024, 7 employees from Holt Homes, eight employees from AKS Engineering & Forestry LLC,
two employees from Kittelson & Associates, and one from Summit Water Resources set up five separate
areas of interest and discussion for the project to allow Banks residents to have their questions answered
and concerns addressed.

e Width of local streets — concerned about emergency vehicles. Driven through Reed’s Crossing and
it feels inadequate

e OR 6 traffic growth has accelerated in last 10 years

e Banks Road is narrow. Not a good alternative to OR 6

AKS Engineering & Forestry, LLC, on behalf of Holt Homes is holding an open house regarding the potential eastside development
called “Aerts Addition”. The +205-acre site is generally located east of the Port of Tillamook Bay Railroad tracks, west of NW Aerts
Road, south of NW Banks Road, and north of Highway 6 and is currently within the City of Banks limits. This site can also be
described as Washington County Assessor’s Maps 2N331 Tax Lots 100, 201, 500, 600; 2N331D Tax Lots 100, 101, 400, 1000; and
2N331CA Tax Lot 6900. The project involves a Master Planned Development application for £950 single-family residential lots, a
+20-acre public park, natural open space areas with a public trail and path system, sites for future industrial and commercial
development, new public roadways, and extensive infrastructure improvements.

The project requires the following land use applications: Comprehensive Plan Map and Zoning Map amendments, an amendment
to the Banks Transportation System Plan, a Master Planned Development including Concept and Detailed Development Plan, a
phased Subdivision, a Property Line Adjustment, and a Conditional Use Permit and Site Design Review for the 20-acre public park.

Prior to applying to the City of Banks, we would like to take the opportunity to discuss the project in more detail with you. The
purpose of this meeting is to provide a forum for surrounding property owners and residents to review and discuss the project
before the application is submitted to the City. We will attempt to answer questions relevant to meeting development standards
consistent with the City of Banks’ Municipal code. Please note this meeting will be an informational meeting based on preliminary
plans. These plans may be altered prior to submittal of the application to the City. The meeting will be an open house style meeting
and you are welcome to attend any time between 6 and 8 pm.
